MINUTES  of  LEISURE TIME RV PARK ASSOCIATION 

BOARD of DIRECTORS MEETING

14 April 2007

10:10 am :  Meeting called to order by President Ron Brown, w/members of the Board present, ie Ron Brown, Paul McFarland (V-P), & Arlen Benjamin (Secy of Treasury) - Walle Thielst wintering in CA., & Don absent.  

Minutes:  The  March 10, 2007, minutes were read & approved w/a motion by Ron, 2nd by Paul,  & all agreed.  

Report of Architectural Issues:  Sp E-32 was requesting an 18" chicken wire fencing to enclose a small dog,

but is contrary to the understanding of existing CC&R's.  The request was denied.


NOTE: To set in print and establish a ruling on the subject, it was proposed that no wire fences,


 
 chicken wire, chain link, or otherwise, would be allowed - only wood and vinyl.  Paul



 motioned to carry this rule, Ron 2nd, and all approved.

Finance Items: Regarding the extreme past due accessment payments - specifically C-4 & H-19 - Riverside

Management has been directed to make phone contact therewith, if possible, followed by a filing in Small Claims Court for collection if such phone efforts are ignored, as have been the many previous mailings. 

Old Business: Revisiting last month's discussion on establishing a consistent standard for dealing with violators

of the CC&R's and/or other park rulings, after much discussion the following was proposed:


First Warning will be issued by letter from Riverside Management, along with notification of an


administrative fee if such violation is unresolved within 30 days.


Second Letter will also be issued by letter from Riverside Management, along with a billing for


an administrative fee of $35.00, with a warning of impending collection efforts if the violation


is not corrected and the fee paid.


Third Notice will be the notification of collection processes underway, whether Small Claims Court,


lien filing, or both.


Note: On issues such as alleged speeding - wherein an exact speed cannot be determined - whenever


two witnesses acknowledge "driving in excess of the posted 5 MPH", that constitutes sufficient notice


to be provided to the Board in writing for forwarding onto Riverside Management for the above process.

Arlen motioned that the above warning/letter/notice system be set immediately in motion, Paul 2nd, - approved.

Riverside was directed to inact the above measures immediately, noting that 12% APR would be added to any 

and all unpaid accessments and fees.

It was noted to Riverside that E-8 was in violation for the unsightly propane tank in front of their unit, along with two vehicles actually parked on the street.  

New Business: 


* Camp Host:  Considerable time and monies have been expended in searching for a camp host to 


   assist with the caretaker during his time off (heretofore, it was done by a park member for wages,


   but this renumeration would be in the form of free parking for the 5 month period).  It was then


   suggested to expand the search by placing an ad in the local newspapers, as well as a mailing to


   some Senior Centers in the area.


* Road Repairs:  While it was recently agreed to rake the gravel/rock from the sides back into the center


   and then re-grade it, it has since been determined to be of minimal benefit, short term at best.  Instead,


   it was proposed to get more information of what the costs would be to bring in more gravel/rock, to be


   layed specifically on the main-traveled perimeter roads.  The heaved portions on F Street will need 


   more extensive repair, probably digging it up, laying down some barrier, and then building it back up


   layer by layer for a permanent fix.  Ron, and Jack Sides, will do some research and procure some


   bids.  Once again, there may need to be a special accessment to fund these maintenance repairs and 
  
   improvements that have been ignored for so long.


* Miscellaneous Items:  



(1)  Outside landscape on each lot is not community property, so taking care of another's



       owners lot may not be acceptable - be judicious.



(2)  Whenever dogs are found running at-large in the park, contact the city for enforcement



       of the city's dog ordinance that requires all dogs to be either on-leash or contained in a



       safe controlled environment.  Also, they must not be left unattended, creating a nuisance. 



(3)  There are several street lights with bulbs burned out; a boom truck is being sought to



       make the rounds and replace them.



(4)  The pool door needs a new dead bolt for control, especially for after-hour violators.



(5)  Park membership and storage lot user lists need to be updated and kept on file for



       notification of various emergencies and/or other problems.
