EMERGENCY MEETING
MINUTES  of  LEISURE TIME RV PARK ASSOCIATION 

BOARD of DIRECTORS MEETING

02  December  2006

10:00 am :  Meeting called to order by President Ron Brown, w/members of the Board present, ie Ron Brown, Paul McFarland (V-P), Don Ricker, & Arlen Benjamin (Secy of Treasury).  This emergency meeting was called

by Ron to consider a number of necessary items to determine a direction and decision to pursue.  

New Business: 


* Idaho Power Attachment: The neighbor just north of Leisure Time, Dale Gossi, was asking permission 
  for Idaho Power to attach into the power service near "I" Street, bringing a line under ground, through 
  
  the fence, to his property.  Arlen motioned that we approve that, Don 2nded, and all agreed.  

* Previous Motion on Bank Signature:  Referencing last month's motion that was approved to allow one


  of the Riverside Management principles be a signature on the checking account, Riverside declined 

  and therefore such motion was annuled. 


* Pool Cover:  Ron reported that the pool cover was torn length-wise and could not be repaired.  To

  replace that cover would also require the replacement of the roller, since the present roller doesn't


  actually fit the existing cover and application.  To replace those two items, including installation, etc.,

  would cost upwards of a thousand dollars.  An alternative was presented, costing considerably more,

  but with major benefits:  an electric automatic retractable system that would cover and uncover the


  pool by a power switch.  Some of the many attributes of this type of system are: (1) security in that


  the sides are sealed so nobody can fall in and be unable to get out from under the cover - and should

  someone did accidentally fall over the side, the taunt cover would hold them above the water level;

  (2) injury is always a concern when there are only one or two people trying to cover and/or uncover 

  the pool, especially when they may be a bit infirmed already;  (3) energy savings by keeping the pool

  covered, when unused, to maintain appropriate tempurature w/o additional fuel to heat it, and  (4)


  liability protection so that unauthorized use, or time of use, of the pool will be prevented (obviously,

  appropriate access to the pool & switch would be provided, just properly controlled).  The cost of this


  system is quoted at $9900, a sizeable investment.  After much discussion - from being frugal with the


  financial commitments of the park, to looking ahead as an investment for many to enjoy & appreciate


  with all of the benefits thereof - Don motioned that we approve this capital improvement with an eye


  toward saving all other expenditures for the year as possible; Arlen 2nded, and it passed unanimously. 

* Other Capital Improvements in Future:  Looking forward, other areas for updating and improving the


  park will be proposed and considered, but they will be identified through the website/newsletter . 


* Due Date of Association Fees:  Assessment fees are due and payable by January 31st of each year,


  although a 30 day cushion will be provided before any interest begins to accrue.
