MINUTES  of  LEISURE TIME RV PARK ASSOCIATION 

BOARD of DIRECTORS MEETING

18 August 2007
10:30 am :  Meeting called to order by President Ron Brown, w/members of the Board present, ie Ron Brown, Paul McFarland (V-P), Don Ricker, & Arlen Benjamin (Secy of Treasury), & new member Jack Sides.  Note: 

in an executive session of the Board held earlier this morning, the officer positions were agreed to stay as was

presently constituted during the preceeding year. 
Minutes:  The minutes of the last regular Board meeting on June 9th, 2007, were not read since it was held a

couple of months ago and all had already read and approved it after publication.  Paul made the motion with  
Don seconding and all agreeing.

Report of Architectural Committee, by Glen McConaughey, Chrmn: 8 new park models have requested 
permits for installation, with one denied (overlength on property) and 2 more were directed to correct some

sewer problems.  Also, 5 decks and 4 sheds were approved.

Finance Report: With all of the improvements made this year, along with various savings in some of the
budgeted accounts, the projected budget shortfall at present is anticipated to be around $3000.00, which

amount could be covered by those who elect to pay their 2008 assessment fees early, before year end 2007.

New Business: 


* Assessment for 2008:  Based on playing catch up with additional improvements, while maintaining

the current maintenance needs, all on a balanced budget-to-revenue, Ron motioned that the board again


raise the annual assessment by 10%, the amount allowed by the Association By-Laws without a total

association vote.  This would increase each lot assessment by $33.00 (10% times the 2007 amount of


$330.00), for a total $363.00 next year.  Paul seconded the motion and all agreed.  Arlen commented 
that an eventual worthwhile goal will be to begin putting aside some funds for a future rainy day need, 
ie pump or other water system failure that could require an emergency fund assessment.  Ron also 
suggested that the 2008 assessment notices be mailed out early, perhaps by the end of October, in order 
to provide for those who wish to prepay their '08 amounts yet this year, helping to cover the anticipated 
shortfall for '07.  Perhaps any CC&R change proposals could be prepared for inclusion in that mailing.

* Park Improvements:  Ron made a request that association members make suggestions as to priority 
park upgrades, especially pertaining to the road situation, to determine a concensus as to where to direct 
our efforts and investments.  Jack was asked to inquire into some various ways, means, and products that


could eventually be considered for future road repairs and improvements, whether by piece-meal or on


a larger scale, specifically checking with the City of Cascade to see what they're using.  

* Architectural Committee Members:  Some had mentioned that this committee ought to be more than

one individual.  However,  the committee does have several members: Don Ricker is the Board Member 
on the committee, along with additional members that have assisted Glen McConaughey, namely Jim 
Miller and Bonnie Rainer.  Jack Sides has also been asked to participate on this committee.  It was 
suggested that, when permissable, those committee members who receive a proposed permit are to fax  
it to Riverside Management, who will then email it to the other members for review & comment, with

Glen affixing his signature as the committee chairman.

*Miscellaneous Items:



1.  The suggestion was made that with each mailing to association members, the web address  


     be listed, along with the names of Board Members.  Also, when letters of violation are sent,    


     a copy of the assessment rule change be included, in order to state by what authority any 


     action may be taken.



2.   Lot H-15 owner has a concern with a tree in the common area blocking the satellite


      reception.  The Board tabled any consideration of resolution in order to have time to


      look at and review the situation before determining what, if anything, could be done.



3.   Lot A-12 owners state they've received two letters of notification regarding the over-10


      year old motor home located on their lot.  This unit belonged to a sister of theirs and they


      asked permission to leave it there until the end of August.  Because of the past precedence



      set by this board, and the inappropriateness of discremination, Arlen motioned to deny the



      request, with Ron seconding and all voting affirmative. 



4.   Lot F-51 owner has installed a two-and-one-half foot over-length park model that was


      denied a permit.  Discussion ensued regarding the details of notification, knowledge of the



      installers, etc., which went unheeded.  Because of the lack of compliance to required CC&R



      regulations, Ron motioned that any consideration of allowing this violation be denied; Paul



      seconded and all concurred.  (Note: arrangements are underway to shorten that excess



      length to fit within the set back requirements)

Meeting was recessed to review the H-15 lot concerns and interview with a potential host couple for the park.

Note: Since the normal 2nd Saturday Board Meeting for September would be only three weeks after this August

          one, it was agreed to vacate September's meeting and hold the next one on Saturday, October 13th.  The

          By-Laws only call for two Board Meetings be held each year, with one being the Annual Association

          Meeting, so that this decision is in compliance with meeting requirements.

New Park Hosts:  Larry and Donna Bouck, presently located on Lot D-23.  They will assist the full time



     caretaker, Mike Roark, especially during Mike's two days a week off.  This is to be during 


     the months of May through September with their specific duties now being determined.



     Larry & Donna have been past long time residents of Valley County and are very familiar



     with the locale.  Presently, their off-season residence is in Caldwell.
