MINUTES  of  LEISURE TIME RV PARK ASSOCIATION 

BOARD of DIRECTORS MEETING

21 June 2008
10:00 am :  Meeting called to order by President Ron Brown, w/members of the Board present, ie Ron Brown, Paul McFarland (V-P), Jack Sides, Don Ricker, & Arlen Benjamin (Secy of Treasury) .  
Minutes:  The  May 17, 2008, minutes were reviewed, item by item, to identify and report followup.  Paul then

motioned that the minutes be approved - Jack 2nd, and all approved, except Don Ricker who abstained because of his absence from that meeting. 
Report from Activity Committee:  Sue Meatte reviewed the activities of the past month which were all self-

sustaining, thanks to generous contributions of food and other items, especially from Bud Claude with his

sausage donation for the breakfast.  An accounting was handed in verifing the expenditures to-date.  Other

activities are being planned and implemented.  Appreciation was expressed for everybody's efforts here.
Report of Architectural Issues:  Bonnie Rainer represented the Architectural Committee and reported that
1 shed, 2 fences, 2 decks, and 1 park model had all been approved and permitted.
Finance Items:  A general review of the association's finances to-date was made, noting exceptions to the

normal budget, ie repairs, propane and fuel were all up because of the petroleum increases and road repairs

completed.  In addition, legal expenses were greater than budgeted due to challenges to the association's CC&R's made by a few members.  Also, because the backhoe note matured later this year, it was decided to

pay off the balance earlier in the year and save interest, since it was all to be satisfied by this year's budget.  In

summary, the association is presently about 10% over budget, although some of that can hopefully be made up

during the rest of the year.  It was noted that, while the propane had increased over previous years, the actual

consumption had been greatly reduced due to the  conservation repairs and replacements made in the pool

area.  Finally, the annual association fees unpaid were reviewed, noting that one lot was in foreclosure and

another appeared to be abandoned.  A couple of liens were being renewed on those unpaid for a longer period

of time, and additional direction would be sought in relationship to the association's legal options for the

apparently-abandoned lot - whose responsibility for clean up, etc.       

Old Business:  Several items were discussed when the aforementioned minutes were passed.

*  Andy at Riverside Management will continue the contact with Idaho Power to make 

    repairs to the street lights, which appears to be their ownership and responsibility.


*  The caretakers, Mike and Larry, will follow up on the degree of fence damage received on


    account of the heavy snow removal this year, & make arrangements to accomodate the repairs


    needed.  Paul will also oversee that process.  The appropriate repairs will be made.

*  Referencing the speeding offenders, additional signage was discussed, with several ideas suggested.


*  The damaged snow plow blade has been repaired and is now ready for the upcoming winter, hoping


    that the need is not so pronounced as to cause the damages like this past winter.


*  While the water heater temperature had been turned down, it was decided to raise it slightly since


    there were several complaints about the shower and clothes washer temperatures.


*  A number of people are spraying for mosquitos in the common areas, especially Bob Young, Bill 
  
    Mecredy, and Mike & Larry (caretakers).  It is hoped that this periodic process will take care of a 

    great deal of our problem.  In addition, the city and old mill property ponds are going to be dried   
  
    up and/or treated.  Once again, Paul is over-seeing this project. 


*  The repairs on the breeze-way roof should be performed shortly, with the contractor picking up the


    material in Portland without any additional freight costs to the association, which is a nice savings. 
New Business: 

* For Rent Signs: Riverside Management had sent out 3 letters regarding "For Rent" signs, that appeared 
   to be in violation of the CC&R's.  However, due to the complaints from those folks, it was determined 
  
   that such letters were overly aggressive and Riverside was instructed to back off for now, especially 
  
   until a more defined detail regarding "appropriate" signs can be identified.  There was question made


   as to what was commercial and what was personal.  Riverside is to write to the respondants and 


   apologize, asking for patience until additional research can be made to settle the issue. Arlen motioned


   that the above be done, Paul 2nd, and all approved.


*  Storage Lot Spraying:  In addition to spraying the common area for mosquitos, it was decided 
   
    
    to also make a weed application on the storage lot, as the weeds are getting away from the 
  
  
    individual lot renters, many of whom are not always available to take care of them.  

*  Annual Meeting Election:  All nominations are to be sent into Riverside Management by July 9th.

    While write-ins are allowed during the election process at the Annual Meeting Election held


    on July 19th, 2008, there are to be no nominations from the floor, nor campaigning at that time.


    The regular "Meet the Candidates" forum will be the night before, Friday July 18th, from 7:00 pm


    to 9:00 pm, at which time the candidates running for the one board position can be addressed with


    questions and comments.


*  Break-Ins:   It was reported that a number of break-ins have occured recently.  In addition to 

    a neighborhood watch, Riverside Management could be notified of any extended absence, 

    so that when contacted, they could report accordingly. 
Adjournment: At 11:05 am, Paul motioned that the meeting be adjourned, Don 2nd, and all approved.
