Board members present are Denis White, Ron Bubb, Jack Sides, and Fred McKennon.  Quorum met.   Approximately a dozen other members of LT community were present as well. 
I)
Minutes for last BoD meeting – 9/05/09 – were read and approved

II)
Old Business

1)
Motion that the BoD 1) ask the Roarks to review both storage shed situations in the vehicle storage area and report back to the board before the May meeting and request the use of one or both of the sheds; 2) require that any non-selected sheds be totally removed; and 3) no sheds to be left in the vehicle storage area.   Motion passed unanimously.

2)
Motion that the current rule/regulation specifying that snow roofs (pg 1 of the association rules) "Upon the sale of a property that has a snow roof constructed on the property from the current owner to the new owner, the snow roof must be dismantled within 90 days of the close of sale" should be deleted from the Association Rules as it is not in compliance with the LT CC&R's snow roof regulations of the park.  Motion passed unanimously.  [Rules of the association, although not CC&R's, can be amended, added, or deleted by vote of the BoD.]

3)
Motion that an additional rule be added to the current Association Rules. Any owner that is delinquent on more that ¾ of their annual assessment dues not be allowed to vote or have any ruling in regard to Association functions.  [LT owners not entirely current on their annual assessment would not be allowed to vote in the primary election of BoD officers, amendment of the CC&R's, etc.  As of this date, we have the highest percentage of people who have not paid their dues (totaling $19,948) in 3 years.  Some people have paid just part of their dues this year.]  Motion passed unanimously.

4)
Revision of CC&R's.  Vote is planned in July in conjunction with the annual election.  The proposed revisions of the CC&Rs will be voted on in their entirety and must pass by approval of 2/3's of the lots owners.  [Non-voting lot owners will be considered as having voted "no" on the proposed CC&R's amendments.  Proxy voting is available for lot owners not present at the July meeting.]

New Business

1)
Financial report:  As of 4/10/2010, $136,261.33 is present in the four bank accounts that Riverside Management oversees.  The Sterling Savings Bank account (voluntary contributions of lot owners) totals $2,616.15.  April expenses were approximately $10,000 and have not yet been paid.   At the end of 2009, LT had a $5,600 surplus.  As of this time, dues in arrears constitute $19,794.65.  In 2009, dues in arrears were $4,979.41 at the end of the year.

2)
Motion that a committee be appointed to review the pool rental (legal issues, costs, etc.) to an outside facility for at least a year to be studied by a full seven-person committee composed of LT members who have expressed diverse opinions on the subject.   [Budd said that he estimates that a person to work the pool area and provide security would cost in excess of $18,000 for the winter and that is not including maintenance, supplies, and upkeep of the outside area and roads.  Discussion of whether the renting out the pool would require CC&R's amendments occurred.]  Motion passed unanimously.  Budd offered to chair the committee.  BoD is asking for LT members to volunteer on the committee. 

3)
Upcoming expenses.  The Roarks have shared with BoD expected future expenses this year.  The Roarks received an automatic renewal of their $400 annual expense account.   The BoD has been asked to consider purchasing a water aerator (approximately $2,000) for the big pond, and pressure washer (approximately $300).  

4)
The BoD formally thanked the Roarks for their hard work keeping the park well maintained and beautiful.

5)
Concerns were expressed about usefulness of present lawn mowers/tractors and whether upgrading is appropriate.  

6)
Improvements to the park?  Comment box is available in the club house and is being used.  

7)
Motion that the park sponsor an organized park cleanup day for Saturday, May 29, from 11:00 am – 3:30 pm.  The Association will pickup bagged trash on individual lots.  Meet at the pavilion and bring gloves (and a smile).  A potluck will follow for the entire LT community at 4:00 pm.  Motion unanimously passed.

8)
Election of Association officers in July.  Riverside Management will supply the necessary paperwork.  Help from previous board members will be appreciated to ensure smooth running of the elections.

9)
Kristie Burnett (Whetzle), one of the original developers of LT, has offered to sell her riverside lot to LT for $20,000.  That lot has no water, no electricity, and no sewer connections.  Taxes, but not dues, are being paid on the lot.   Usefulness of the lot was questioned, although a dumpster could be located there.  Motion that the BoD, after the July election, formally review Kristie's offer to sell to the Association, propose possible counter offers if appropriate, and suggest possible delayed payment schemes.  Motion passed unanimously.  

10)
Rental of property inside LT park.  The BoD has received letters requesting that LT provide a master list of all lots for sale or rent.  It is the BoD's opinion that while an individual lot owner can post a sign advertising lot rental or sale, the Association cannot do so according to the CC&Rs. 

11)
In response to a written request, CC&R's permit pop-up trailers by permit and only on a temporary basis.

12)
Activities Committee is looking for volunteers.  [Thanks to Sue and Jim Meatte for their help as chairs.]

13)
Architectural Committee is looking for volunteers.

14)
Next board meeting is scheduled on Saturday, May 22, at 10:00 am in the pool area.  Public discussion/comment/forum is scheduled from 9:00 – 10:00 am.
