Wow! Valley County, Cascade, and Leisure Time have seen unprecedented spring weather in June. 
June opened with torrential rains soaking central Idaho. Combined with the bursting of an earthen dam near McCall and late snowmelt, the North Fork threatened to overfill Cascade Reservoir. Marking record outflow from the Cascade Dam since it became operable in 1948, the gates were opened up to 7,100 cu feet per second (more than 3 fold normal spring flow). 
The North Fork roared next to LT. For three and half days, the water in the river surged higher than ever before and began to seep through the bank into LT. Acting proactively, BoD members notified homeowners of flooded property. BoD members (as well as community members Phil Katsis, Jim Miller, and others) plugged sewage openings on individual lots and street manhole covers to keep the excessive water out of our sewage system and overwhelm our limited waste pump system. An unforeseen silver lining to this crisis is that the water damage to Cascade's aging, leaking sewage system may make the municipality eligible for federal aid to replace (and upgrade?) an already marginal sewage system.
June closed with what the meteorologists called a macroburst. A huge windstorm (peaking at 67 mph) swept through the county, downing many trees especially Donnelly, and knocking out power to 18,000 Idaho Power Customers. Damage to LT was minimal with only a few trees battered. 
On a much lighter note, the days following the flooding finally brought sun and some excellent fishing. As shown above, BoD member Fred McKennon found that landing a 23-inch rainbow trout from the bank just upstream from LT made up for some unforgiving weather. His neighbor, Karen Balch, documented the length of the trout so that the stories of her fishing mentor would not seem too farfetched (fishy?) to skeptical neighbors. Pelicans, seen sunning and sleeping on the islands adjacent to LT, arrived in large numbers to also do some serious fishing.

Important July Doings for the LT Crowd
July 30, Friday, at 6 pm (LTRV pavilion): Community discussion. Introduction of BoD candidates and questioning by LT community members
            Both Denis and Fred were elected to 3-year terms last year. Ron Bubb was elected to a one-year position. Bob Lindsey was appointed but resigned later that summer. For the great majority of the last year, the BoD consisted of just the four members listed above. 
            Three additional positions will be filled July 31. The two candidates receiving the highest number of votes are elected to three-year terms. The candidate coming in 3rd will be elected to a one-year term.
            While not required, perspective BoD candidates should announce their intentions to Denis, Fred, chair of the Election Committee, or Riverside Management as soon as possible. 
            The proposed CC&R amendments are on the website (http://www.leisuretimervparkonline.com/)
July 31, Saturday, 8 – 10 am (LTRV pavilion): Voting for three new BoD members. Voting on amending the CC&R's. Voting will close strictly at 10 am.
July 31, Saturday, 10 – 11 am (LTRV pavilion): 2010 Annual Meeting of the Leisure Time RV Park Homeowner's Association. This meeting complies with the State of Idaho law requiring an annual meeting of homeowner associations. 
            For business to be conducted, a quorum (60% of all lot owners) must be present at this meeting, either in person or by proxy. If the required quorum is not present, another meeting may be called subject to the same notice requirement, and the required quorum at the subsequent meeting shall be one-half (1/2) of the required quorum at the preceding meeting and so on until a quorum is obtained. 
            Adoption of the amended CC&R's will require a 2/3's approval of the lot owners. Leisure Time consists of 376 lots. Passage of any CC&R amendment requires more than 250 positive votes. Remember that votes not cast are automatically considered to be "No" votes.
            As required by our CC&Rs, Riverside Management mailed annual meeting notification to all lot owners and included proxy forms so that lot owners who cannot attend can still have their voices concerning the proposed CC&R amendment.
July 31, Saturday, 11:30 am (LTRV pavilion): Newly elected board members will conduct their first BoD meeting.

Kelly's Water Park (KWP) is embroiled in controversy. A July 1st Long Valley Advocate front-page story announced that an attorney for Davis Cattle Company had emailed KMP that the east bank of the North Fork had been damaged by the construction of the whitewater park. The Davis family have ranched Valley County for decades and own most of the property on the east side of the river upstream, adjacent, and downstream from KWP. Choosing to address this issue directly, Mark Pickard (he and his wife, Kristina, are the prime benefactors of KWP) argued that KWP is not responsible for any damage to Davis' property. He contended that the KWP water structures were engineered to reduce bank erosion to the east side. Pickard argued that any damage is associated with 1) historic flood levels released from Cascade Dam in June, 2) p¹re-existing problems on the east bank that Davis had publicly acknowledged, and 3) movement of cows down to the water to drink.
Upping the ante, Pickard announced in the July 7th issue of the Long Valley Advocate the intention of KWP to finish the Cascade green belt from bridge to bridge. This pathway is part of Valley County's long-term plan to have nearly 100 miles of county wide walker/hiker/skier/biker/equestrian paths linking the municipalities and circling Cascade Reservoir (www.valleycountypathways.org). He described plans to hard surface the path with crushed asphalt. 
However, Pickard said "While KWP maintains it is not responsible for the erosion that has occurred on Davis's beachy bank, it will not make any capital contributions until the matter with its litigious neighbor is resolved."
Part of the designated green belt is directly adjacent to the east border of LT and a favorite location for LT residents to walk, explore, and wildlife observe year-round. The path, which is on city property, is LT's gateway to the North Fork for whitewater and river fun. Historically, LT lot owners have voluntarily cared for that portion of the pathway and maintained a park-like appearance for aesthetics and mosquito control.
While KWP has just opened, hundreds of people are reported visiting daily. KWP has already held its first Hometown Throwdown of freestyle kayaking. More details at http://www.kellyswhitewaterpark.com.

July 5th email to BoD members from a concerned lot owner
"I would like to ask the board to take some type of action to slow down the vehicles in the park, especially guest of residents and to stop the practice of allowing children under 16 to ride around the park in a golf cart or ATV by themselves. This weekend was especially bad at our end of the park, especially with guest on ATVs from a lot down by the river and teenagers driving in and out of the park at excessive speeds. The dust clouds these folks were causing is not fun to either breath or to have in the RV, plus we have many children in our area that run back and forth across the street and I for one do not want to see a child hit in the park.
 
I could really expound on the CC&R violations I observed in the park this weekend, but I would hope the board members observed these same violations and took appropriate action. Thank you for your attention to these matters."
LT BoD members do an incredible amount of volunteer work for the association. However, to expect them to police the park as well makes office holding very unattractive. LT works best when everyone participates and plays the part of responsible neighbors.

Approved Minutes of May 26, 2010, Leisure Time Open Forum and BoD Meetings (The June 19th open forum and BoD minutes will be published after they have been officially approved at the July BoD meeting.) 
9:00 AM – Open Meeting Board members present are Denis White, Ron Bubb, Jack Sides, and Fred McKennon. Approximately two dozen LT community members attended as well.
1)         Pool is open. Difficulty closing pool cover when water has been allowed to flood above the cover.
2)         Ron Bubb – asked that a committee be formed and take a full-year to consider the issue of pool rental. Considerable public interest in Cascade in access to a pool. Recreational district is currently considering building both a pool and recreational center. Current members are Steve Bailey, Olin Balch, Bill McCready, Paul McFarland, and Ron Bubb. Need at least two more. Questions: 1) Does pool rental violate current CC&Rs? 2) Would pool rental alter LT's tax status? 3) General feeling of the LT community?
3)         Ron Bubb – Financial report. Riverside has provided a month-by-month printout of the budget, current expenditures, and amounts spent. Requested that financial report be posted on the website. Total income for 2010 is $160,928.87. Paid expenses through May 22 is $45,206.60. Our usable income for the rest of 2010 is $115,722.77. Current outstanding dues are $16,325.73, which is more than in past years. (Additional $2,000 in dues has been received but will not be officially credited to association books until end of the month.)
4)         Question from the LT membership about not fully paid members being able to vote in the July election. Last BoD meeting established that voting in elections required at least three-quarters paid in dues. 
5)         Please provide working phone numbers and emails of all lot owners to Riverside Management.
6)         Recycling is again available at the main dumpsters.
7)         Community pickup of non-burnable trash is scheduled immediately after this meeting.
8)         Jack Sides – is initiating a petition asking the City of Cascade to establish a streetlight to illuminate the intersection of Sawyer and B street, the public entrance into LT. Has been a long-term request of other mayors and city council. Jack was encouraged to put together the petition.
9)         Fred McKennon – concerned about lot owners parking in the street (legal for visitors but not owners). Ron suggested that LT generate printed warnings/information sheets that could be put under the wipers of offenders. Discussion about setbacks from property line, possible extension of fences to the property lines, and specified parking of owners' vehicles on their lots ensured.
10)       Ron Bubb – asked if there were objections to publicly posting at LT the names of those individuals who made the $125 (or more) donations to the home owners association. None voiced. Suggestion box is available in clubhouse. Welcome packets are being prepared for new lot owners. (Renters have only the privileges allowed them by the lot owner.) 
11)       Kristie (Whetzle) Burnett's lot on the river – was offered to the Home Association for $20,000. This is a restricted lot. Historically, that lot has been used to dump snow in the winter. Question whether Kristie should have been paying dues on that lot and whether that lot is necessarily a part of the original plat. 
12)       Payette River Bistro has been willing to offer discounts to the association for coffee, etc.
13)       Olin Balch – comments about extraordinary low level of water in the North Fork adjacent to Leisure Time and how Kelly's Whitewater Park construction has affected the water level.
10:26 am - Formal Leisure Time Board of Directors meeting Board members present are Denis White, Ron Bubb, Jack Sides, and Fred McKennon. Quorum met. Proof of notification was present. Approximately a dozen other members of LT community were present as well. 

I)         Minutes for last BoD meeting – 4/26/10 Formal reading of the minutes was suspended as the minutes were already printed and all the board members had previously read and approved these minutes. 
II)       Report of officers/committees –
1)         Treasurer Report (Ron Bubb) Current assets for 2010 - $115,722.27. Monies spent in 2010 - $45,206.60. Total 2010 income - $160,928.87. As of May 22, dues still outstanding - $16,325.13. Treasurer's report was accepted as printed and reported. 
2)         Pool Committee (Ron Bubb, chair) Five LT members (Steve Bailey, Olin Balch, Bill McCready, Paul McFarland, and Ron Bubb) have agreed to be nucleus of the pool committee. Two more members are needed. First meeting is planned for memorial weekend. Each member will be contacted individually. A member of the LT community has legal experience and has agreed to act as advisor. 
3)         Activities Committee (Ron Bubb, chair) No new information. People have been asking to use and reserve the pavilion. A new chair (Diana Lannon, H1) has been appointed in Sue Meatte place. 
4)         Welcoming Committee (Denis White, chair) Working with Riverside Management (Andy) to burn a welcome CD for new members. 
5)         Architectural Committee (Jack Sides, chair) Several requests (CA- roof, F18 – deck, A10 – shed & awning) for building permits. Jim Miller has agreed to serve again. Discussion about the differences between a re-roof and a snow-roof ensued. Building permits for A33 need to be reviewed as there appears to be a second shed added to a first – the second shed may be oversized and positioned inappropriately on the lot line. 
III)       Old Business
1)         Oversized storage shed in the vehicle lot. Roarks would like to move the oversized shed from the vehicle lot down to the central area and move the current central-area shed up to vehicle storage lot. Moved that issue be tabled and discussed at later date.
2)         Camp Hosts – previously scheduled hosts have cancelled due to unexpected illness. Motion that camp hosts be recruited from the LT community for 3 months service and reimbursement by reducing/waiving 2011 Association dues. Motion passed unanimously.
3)         Kristie (Whetzle) Burnett's lot offer ($20,000) was countered with a LT offer of $10,000 which she refused. Questionable whether LT's water and sewer lines are available to that lot. There were questions about specifics of the deed restrictions of that particularl lot. Motion passed to table any more discussions with or offers to Ms. Whetzle. Motion passed unanimously. 
4)         Drain ditch on the south side of the park. Motion proposed to ask the City of Cascade for permission to alter the existing drain ditch which is adjacent to the south perimeter fence. Presently, the drain ditch has undermined that fence and flooded some LT property. Ron Bubb has previously discussed this with City Council, and they tabled the subject until some further discussion. Motion passed unanimously with Ron volunteering to act as the city contact on this subject. 
5)         Purchase of air aerator and pressure washer. The Roarks have downgraded the importance of the air aerator while the pressure washer is regarded as very important for summer work. Need specific details and costs within the board's approved budget - $300 to $500 – presented to a board member before purchase. 3000 psi washer would be very useful to clean machinery, manhole covers, and sewers. Purchase motion of a 3000-psi power washer was passed unanimously. [General discussion of the health of LT ponds. Must keep lawn clippings and fertilizer off the banks that surround the ponds. Concerns about breeding mosquitoes (West Nile Fever) and aesthetics were mentioned. Should there be a formal pond committee? Also consider the direction of the discharge pipe in the river.] 
III)      New Business
1)         Motion that a Pond Committee be formed to advise LT's BoD as to how best to keep common waterways healthy with Fred McKennon, chair, and Mike Roark and Jim Miller as committee members. Motion passed unanimously.
2)         New lawn mower, air compressor, and tires on tractor discussion. Recently, the large tractor had a flat. Ron Brown offered to donate an air compressor for the rest of the year. Mike Roark estimates that a riding Sears lawn mower or similar would be suitable and cost approximately $1,500. Purchase requires a specific quote from a dealer with Riverside Management cutting a check for an invoice after approval by the board. The Dixon lawn mower may be used as a trade-in for a more suitable machine. Motion that Ron Brown and Mike Roark negotiate the sale of the Dixon lawn mower to a Boise dealer for partial/complete payment of a more suitable lawn mower and expenditure up to a maximum $2000.00. Motion passed unanimously.

Necessity of buying tractor tires at this point? Decided that if another tire goes flat, then purchasing replacement tires are appropriate. Purchase of two back tires is estimated at $1,200, and service charge to install is $9/hr. Front tires are estimated between $200 – $300. Will need written quote. Final purchase is tabled.
3)         Motion that the names of the voluntary donors of $125 (and multiples) to the LT's reserve/long-term capital Sterling Savings Bank account be posted in the office window. Motion passed unanimously.
4)         Motion that a gate be established in the fence on I street for snow deposit on the adjacent Gossi property was tabled. Mike Roark was asked to speak to Delbert Gossi about snow deposit and the cost of a gate in the fence. 
5)         Broken Coin machine for the laundry room? Current machine is not fixable. Connie Roark has determined that the purchase of a used coin machine would be approximately $700. The commercial organization that currently supplies the washers and dryers should also be approached about leasing a coin machine from them. Motion, in lieu of leasing/using a machine from the current washer/dryer supplier, that a coin machine be purchased for $750. Motion passed unanimously. 
6)         Portions of the association perimeter fences are unattractive and need to be oiled. Ron Brown and Fred McKennon offered to physically help. Motion that funds from the pool moneys could be used to oil these fences. Motion passed unanimously.
7)         Pay raises for Roarks to be discussed in an Executive Meeting along with general issues of benefits.
8)         Mike Roark asked to contact a contractor to provide costs for replacing sewer pumps. Ron Brown remembers that a replacement pump was available for roughly $700. These costs are necessary to determine replacement costs for establishing reserve LT funds.
9)         Dust control before July 4th weekend? $6,000 is budgeted for oiling the perimeter streets. Gravel in the streets seems to be adequate for the year. Gravel could be used on some of the trails. Also, some weed eradication on the streets would be appropriate. 
10)       Bid for wood chipper?
11)       Role of Riverside Management – discussion of charges and services. The board authorizes Riverside Management (Andy) to issue specific expenditures. Denis as LT President reiterated how frequently he is in contact with Riverside Management as well as frequent visits to their office. 
12)       June 19 th 9 am (open/forum meeting); 10:00 am (board meeting)
July 30th 6 pm Introduction of BoD candidates and questioning by LT community members
July 31th 8 – 10 am BOD membership & CC&R's revisions voting. Ends promptly at 10 am 
July 31th 10 – 11 am Lot-owner association meeting
July 31th Meeting of the newly elected board immediately lot-owner association meeting
