MINUTES  of  LEISURE TIME RV PARK ASSOCIATION 

BOARD of DIRECTORS MEETING

10 March 2007

10:15 am :  Meeting called to order by President Ron Brown, w/members of the Board present, ie Ron Brown, Paul McFarland (V-P), Don Ricker, & Arlen Benjamin (Secy of Treasury) - Walle Thielst is wintering in CA. 

Jack & Mary Sides, the on-sight representatives while Walle is away, were also present. 

Minutes:  The  November 11th and December 2nd, 2006, minutes were read & approved.  Because of the new

pool cover, it was noted that a new sign will be prepared and posted listing when the pool would be opened,

and then Mike would lock the switch each night, verifying the accurate and consistent times on all postings.

Report of Architectural Committee, by Glen McConaughey, Chrmn: He shared a couple of areas wherein

Lot E-8 was not in compliance - rusted propane tank in front and two vehicles parked in the street.  He will

report that to the management company who will then send a letter of complaint.

Finance Report: A review of the final figures from the 2006 budget identifies about $2700 left on hand to

carry over into the 2007 year, which will be well utilitized for repairs and improvements.  

New Business: 


* 2007 Budget Approved:  For the present year the anticipated income from annual assessments will


bring in about $130,000, with the fixed expenses set at around $115,000.  However, to continue the


maintenance upgrade schedule - pool, roads, water system, etc. - will require a steady watch to stay


within budget.  Otherwise, an emergency maintenance/repair assessment may need to be considered


later in the year.  The budget was approved w/Don motioning and Ron seconding and all agreeing.


It was also noted that the recent pool upgrades were not shown nor listed on this current budget.  


* Unpaid Assessments:  While there is at this time about $10,300 still uncollected, only two lots


were over a year past due.  For those two, subject to one more attempt at a phone call to notify them,


it was proposed that a small claims court filing be made.  Ron made the motion, w/Paul seconding,


and all approved.  For others that were unpaid for 2007, Riverside Management is to be authorized


to send out a third mailing, noting that each additional mailing adds another charge for a separate 


administrative fee.  Also, for those with unpaid fees due the association, their priviledges are revoked, 
especially in relation to the club house & pool.


* Violators of CC&R's:  Riverside Management is to be directed to notify the following violators


in writing, citing them for the areas identified.  Note: each violation will have a separate notification


in writing, along with a separate administrative fee assessed for each notification letter.



(A)  F-4  is to be cited for 3 offenses:




1.  Annual dues unpaid (no more priviledges of club house)




2.  Large dog on the loose




3.  Consuming alcoholic beverages while in the hot tub with two minors




4.  Using the pool area when the caretaker specifically told them it was still closed for repairs

 

        Ron motioned that they be cited as identified, Don seconded, and all agreed.



(B)  F-31 / their renter has refused to comply even after being warned (2 offenses)




1.  Dogs on the loose and frequent barking during the day and night




2.  Having a kennel on premise



       Ron motioned that they be cited as identified, Paul seconded, and all agreed.



(C)   P-7 / dog running loose and now a renter also has a dog (has a leash but unused).



        Paul motioned that they be cited as identified, Arlen seconded, and all agreed.



(D)  On one of the lots, both husband and wife are frequent violators of the speed limits,



        but Ron said he'd talk with them first, before formally citing them. 



(E)  The folks on lot B45 & 47 are to receive a letter from Riverside, notifying them of the



       limitation and speed limit of snowmobiles, in that they are to obey the 5 MPH maximum



       speed limit, and only be allowed egress and ingress with those units, not to cruise around



       the park at any time and at any speed.  Don motioned for that to happen, Arlen seconded,



       and all unanimously agreed.    


* Ballot Proposals: The voting details from the ballot proposals are as follows:



No. 1 - Removing language that prevented Phases 2 & 3 from having winter roads maintained.




** Over-whelmingly approved



No. 2 - Prohibition of renting or leasing lots.




**  Received a strong majority but lacked the necessary 2/3 to pass



No. 3 - Prohibited RV units over 10 yrs old from being moved to another lot herein.




**  Over-whelmingly approved



No. 4 - Clarifies Cascade City bldg permits & changes the necessity of providing for two




 vehicles to one vehicle on each lot.




**  Received a majority but lacked the necessary 2/3 to pass



No. 5 - Defined "signs", allowing for name & personal signs but prohibits advertising signs.




**  Over-whelmingly approved



No. 6 - Allowing 3 pets instead of  2 dogs per lot.




**  About 50/50 so failed to pass with the 2/3 requisite



No. 7 - Sets quiet hours from 10 pm to 8 am, Mon - Fri, & 10 pm to 9 am on Sat/Sun & holidays.




**  Over-whelmingly approved



No. 8 - Allows for manufacturers specs to install additional height to mount a 4 foot fence.




**  Over-whelmingly approved



No. 9 - Allows both gable and barn style roofs on storage sheds.




**  Over-whelmingly approved



No.10 - Sets January 31st as the date annual assessments are due.




**  Over-whelmingly approved



No.11 - Allows the Board to change terms of the office from 1 year to staggered terms.




**  Over-whelmingly approved


(The Board President and Secretary now need to certify those CC&R amendments that had the 2/3


required vote, and then file the same with the County.)


* Miscellaneous Comments:  Ron read a letter from an E-28 resident, stating that her husband fell


on the ice in front of the club house, breaking a rib and bruising badly, suggesting that there ought


to be a better way to keep that area safe.  It was agreed to keep a bucket of ice-melt thereabouts on


a continual basis during the season.  Also, perhaps raking off the roof more often would help.


       *   The park will procure a brass combination lock for the storage lot & chain it onto the gate.



Such gate should be kept closed in the winter, as there is generally no access anyway.


       *   It was suggested we find a better way to keep the roads plowed during the winter.


       *  On the finance report another account needs to be added entitled "Emergency Expenditures",



to allow for the posting such items.  Also, the budget will be reviewed in June, to determine if



an additional assessment will be needed before year end.  That way, any new board members 


elected in August will not be blamed for the action of the present board, and the association



park members can make their desires known by their support for or voting against this board. 


        *  Referencing the road conditions, it was mentioned that sometime in May, if the members would



rake some rock from the sides back into the roadway, DeMar Burnett would charge $750 to



grade all the roads in the park to establish a better surface, causing less dust.  Perhaps Mike



could get some gravel and back-blade some of the areas in preparation for this. 


        *  A date was set for May 26th for a Spring Cleaning Event, specifically for the common areas.


 
This will be mentioned in an upcoming mailer, and will be the time for everyone to help clean.

  
        *  An ad has been placed in some RV periodicals, asking for a camp-type host to reside between



May & September, rent-free for helping back up the caretaker on his days off and vacation.  


They would be able to park their RV on a pad created in the back street side of the park lawn 


behind the club house.  Their specific duties would probably be the club house and some 



common area maintenance, to the tune of 20 hours per week.  So far no one has responded, so 


additional web sites will be advertising likewise.  Ron proposed that the association spend about 


$1000 creating this pad site; Arlen seconded and all approved.


* Next Board Meeting: Saturday, April 14th, 2007, was agreed upon for the next meeting, holding the


   "general comments meeting" at 9:00 am, with the Board Meeting at 10:00 am.

Adjournment:  At 11:30 am, Don motioned for adjournment, Arlen seconded, and all agreed.
