MINUTES  of  LEISURE TIME RV PARK ASSOCIATION 

BOARD of DIRECTORS MEETING

07  October  2006

10:15 am :  Meeting called to order by President Ron Brown, w/members of the Board present, ie Ron Brown, Paul McFarland (V-P), Walle Thielst, & Arlen Benjamin (Secy of Treasury) - Don Ricker was absent.  

Minutes:  Having been reviewed prior to this meeting, the minutes of the last mtg - September 16, 2006 - were 

approved w/o reading, motioned by Walle, 2nd by Ron, and all agreed.  They were to be posted in the office

window and the web site.

Report of Architectural Committee, by Glen McConaughey, Chrmn: 5 permits were issued (1 for a deck,

1 park model installation, 2 for fences and 1 for a shed).  He noted that Space F24 would not turn in a permit

for their park model and deck, so notifications of covenant violation were sent.

Ron reported that he'd arranged for a new larger 8 yard dumpster to be set up, even having user-friendly

plastic hinged lids, but that was overflowed like the smaller ones were, so an additional 4 yard unit was to be delivered in October.  Also, the backhoe bucket is available to members to put their ground cleanup foilage,

since the city burn pile by the ball field was no longer available because of so much abuse by users.

New Business: 


* Variance for age-restriction of RV:  Patrick & Cindi Flanagan desired a temporary waiver of the less-
than-10 year old RV covenant, so that they could rent Space F10 for up to 90 days - they were presently


in the Water's Edge Park next to Leisure Time, which they understood was closing for the season.   Mr.


Row of B28 expressed concern over issuing a variance,in that they were turned down for the same thing.


After a short discussion, including the need to be consistent and not setting a negative precedent, Arlen


proposed that the Board deny the variance request, Walle 2nd it, and all agreed to deny.  


* Voting for acceptance of rentals:  Ron mentioned that the concern with some rentals has been a hot


topic among many, and there is not much that can be done legally without being in violation of various


descrimination statutes.  However, if the park should decide to disallow any and all rentals, without any


exception (that would not preclude having a family member temporarily use the space for a short time),


then such a move would be within legal restrictions.  Because this will be somewhat controversial, the


board will not take upon itself to make such a determination without an advisory vote of the lot owners.


Therefore, it was suggested that a ballot be sent out with the 2007 assessment notice asking for advice


in restricting all rentals, which would be heavily considered if the votes were over-whelmingly in favor.


Ron made the motion to prepare such a ballot for insertion, Paul 2nd, and all agreed affirmatively. 


* Pool Boiler: Because the boiler used to heat the pool has been inoperable for several years, Ron had


said that it would be replaced sometime after the first of the year, after new funds were received from


the 2007 assessment, as there were insufficient funds available for this year.  However, it was pointed


out that this being a maintenance item, as compared to a capital improvement, needed to be funded now


and not wait for new funds, even if it meant making an emergency assessment.  As a vehicle to prevent


that additional assessment, yet accommodate the need for immediate repair, 2 lot owners offered to loan


the park sufficient funds on a short term note, without interest, to be retired no later than February 1st,


2007.  Those two were: Walle & Verda Thielst (C32) and Jack & Mary Sides (C39).  Ron said that if


we were to accept such an offer, the Board would get 2 bids, one from Twin Dolphin Pool and one 


from his company, Todd's Heating, then take the lowest appropriate bid.  Paul motioned that we


accept this offer for a loan and proceed with the boiler replacement; Walle 2nd, and all agreed.


* Pool Room Repairs: When Ron stated that the pool room ceiling and other areas needed repaired and


refinished, likewise to be performed after the first of the year w/next years assessment, another lot owner


came forth - Glen & Nancy McConaughey (E31) -  &  proposed the same interest-free short term loan as


mentioned above, in order that renovations begin immediately as possible.  Paul again motioned that we


accept such offer, Walle 2nd, and all agreed. 


* "No Snow List": For those not wanting any snow piled upon their property, whether by dumping on a


vacant lot or when plowing by, will need to sign up on the "No Snow List".  Please do so with either the


caretaker or a board member.

* Board In-Park Liason: Because Board Member, Walle Thielst, would be going back to his winter 


home shortly - he being the full time in-park member watching over things - Jack & Mary Sides (C39)


were asked to be the local liason for caring and communicating with the Board as needed during the


absence of Walle.  They graciously accepted. 


* Lot Violations: It was mentioned and formally documented that Lots E30 and E42 were in violation


of clutter and/or too many trailers parked thereon.  The complaints were registered and forwarded to


the management company.  Ron pointed out that any complaint from a lot owner needs to be formally 
written down and turned into a member of the Board or the chairman of the Architectural Committee. 
It was also proposed that violation complaints be accepted with authority by the management company 
from the Architectural Committee Chairman, as well as an official Board Member.  Arlen motioned that 
be approved, Paul 2nd, and all voted in favor.


* Pavilion Storage: It was noted that the storage area under the pavilion was not for personal storage,


perhaps not even for park equipment.  However, more storage area may be needed for park equipment.


* Working-Copy of CCR's:  Lot owners have been asking for a simplified "working copy" of the CCR's,


that could be better summarized and understood for user-friendly compliance.  Tomi McFarland (F32)


offered to prepare such a document as possible.  Also, CCR updates need to be compiled and available


for everyone, as well as the afore-mentioned advisory ballot, all to be mailed with the 2007 assessment.


Nancy McConaughey offered to take care of this.


* Next Board Meeting: Saturday, November 11th, 2006, will be the next Board Meeting, to be held


in the club house, with the pre-meeting at 9:00 am and the regular meeting at 10:00 am.
