 Quick rehash of last month's annual meeting
CC&R amendment – failed. While "yes" votes totaled 129 out of the 196 votes cast, that amount fell well short of the necessary two-thirds vote approval by all lot owners for passage of CC&Rs amendments. As of July 31, LT consists of 386 lots. On July 31 at the time of the annual meeting, 15 lot owners were more than 75% delinquent on dues and hence ineligible to participate in the voting at the annual meeting. Two-thirds of the eligible 371 lots (386 – 15) is 249 "yes" votes necessary to pass an amendment of the CC&R.

Passage the CC&R amendments would have required an additional 120 "yes" votes. One-hundred-seventy-five lots owners choose not to participate and, by current CC&R regulations, were counted as "No" votes.

 

Elected to 3-year BoD terms were Olin Balch (163 votes) and Ron Bubb (162 votes). Alan Bingham (134 votes) was elected to the one-year position.

Board of Directors.

I have been looking over the recent numbers from the vote on the C,C,&R's. The vote was 129 "yes" to 67 "no". That vote is very close to 2/3's of the park voting to approve. Only 196 votes were recorded. That leaves 175 Lot Owners that did not respond by sending their proxy to someone to vote for them or vote directly. We need 249 "yes" votes for the C,C,&R's to pass (249 of 371 Lot Owners). That is 120 of the remaining 175 votes. The real problem here seems to be that many lot owners did not vote. 

My suggestion to the Board is that a letter be sent to those 175 Lot Owners. That letter could contain the website address (to read the draft) and a cover letter explaining that they have to a certain day to respond (maybe the end of the year). If the ratio of yes to no votes continues, the C,C,&R's could pass. This could be accomplished with very little expense (postage and printing).

Remember we have already spent hundreds of dollars and hours of time on this. I feel we should at least give the C,C,&R's a chance to pass.

I attended the Cascade City Council meeting on August 9 and reminded the council of a "promise" made last fall. As Mayor Carter requested, I wrote the following email to him on August 10.

"As discussed last night at the city council meeting, the November 23, 2009, council meeting addressed rezoning property adjacent to Leisure Time (LT) from "commercial" to "recreation" zone. Additionally, the council agreed to address the issue of signage - putting up no-trespassing signs on the Waters' Edge side indicating that Leisure Time is private property.  

Not surprisingly with the opening of Kelly's Whitewater Park, there is increased foot traffic on the county pathway between the south and north bridges along the North Fork of the Payette River.  A Leisure Time owner has emailed me with concerns of visitors traveling the path and inadvertently wondering into Leisure Time thinking that it is a public area.

I would ask you, either as Cascade Mayor or as a KWP's BoD member, to arrange for signage that would indicate that LT is private lots and private streets.

At the north and south ends of LT adjacent to the river, there are two wide fenced, gravel walkways that lead directly from the river path to the LT streets.  A sign explaining that LT is private property at those two locations would be appropriate and much appreciated by the LT residents".                                                Olin Balch, BoD member
