CC&R’s 

I think the CC&R’s are about completed.  We have taken a different approach to them and making the CC&R’s more of a rock solid document that is to be strictly enforced.  There are many things that will be moved from the CC&R’s and put into Park Rules.  This puts much of what has been an ongoing contention with many and putting much undo pressure on the Board of Directors, over to the Property Owners.  The rules will be published and if the Property Owners don’t like something, it can be changed, with a majority vote.  There will be more on this as the Board has had time to review changes, etc.

Gas Line

I spoke with the Amerigas Engineer in Philadelphia last week.  He will be flying out here this spring once the snow is gone to take a look at everything.  Being a newer park he feels it should be fairly easy to install the pipe lines.  Most of our utilities will be very easy to locate and pretty much in one location in the main roads.  I will keep you updated as we, the Board and Amerigas, continue to work on this.  For the Park, this will be a huge upgrade.    

Here is a list of the benefits we can derive from this installation: 
· All lots will have access to propane

· The safety factor by eliminating individual tanks is huge

· Each lot will be billed monthly by Amerigas for the propane consumed only

· Never have to worry about running out of propane

· Lower prices

· Increase in property values

Annual Dues
This is never pleasant news, but we still have close to $30,000 in unpaid dues.  The dues were due in January.  In order for the Park to function, we need the dues to make it do so. Letter To The Editor
"To the Leisure Times Newsletter”.  I was surprised to hear in a recent newsletter that many of the members don't pay their dues on time. I consider the dues level to be quite modest and certainly don't feel that a 'duty' of the volunteer Board should be to 'chase' members for payments. The Board gives generously of their time to make the decisions needed for the effective operation of the Park. Usually they only hear bitches rather than the 'thanks' they deserve. 

I understand that the standard formal response upon non-payment is to place a lien on the offending property but that doesn't get the dues paid and only affects owner directly upon sale or the use of the property as collateral. To the tool kit of options for the Board, I suggest they add the filing of a small claims suit that upon a judgment would give the board the option to execute by forced property sale via the county sheriff. While that may seem extreme for a few hundred dollars, it is just as goofy for the owner to withhold that modest payment and deprive the rest of us of the means that are needed to maintain the functioning of Leisure Time. Filing fees are usually under $50 and should be added to the amount due once the owner is late by 60 days. Our 'thanks' to the Board should be to perform the basic duties of membership, one of which is the prompt payment of dues."
