MINUTES  of  LEISURE TIME RV PARK ASSOCIATION 

BOARD of DIRECTORS MEETING

11  November  2006

10:10 am :  Meeting called to order by President Ron Brown, w/members of the Board present, ie Ron Brown, Paul McFarland (V-P), & Arlen Benjamin (Secy of Treasury) - Walle Thielst wintering in CA., & Don absent.  
Minutes:  The  October 7, 2006, minutes were read & approved w/a motion by Ron, 2nd by Paul,  & all agreed.  
Report of Architectural Committee, by Glen McConaughey, Chrmn: 3 permits were solicited: 1 for a shed,

1 for a park model installation, and 1 for a deck which was not being approved because it was over the lot line.  
Finance Report: It looks like we'll be okay financially for the rest of the year, having kept a careful eye on the

income and expenditures.  The board will be looking into the insurance premium to inquire about paying on

a monthly or quarterly basis, to help with cash flow commensurate with actual coverage period.

Old Business: Ron reported that the boiler in the pool room was now replaced.  Also, the chest freezer located under the pavillion will be emptied (old fish still residing there) and moved over to the caretaker's garage.

New Business: 

* Bill for new Pool Boiler:  A bill from Twin Dolphin Pools for the boiler replacement was presented


   and approved for payment, with Ron making the motion and Arlen 2nding.  Also, it was noted that

   there was a small leak somewhere in the pool room, and possibly the caretaker's house, too - these   

   will be followed up with when the pool is drained for painting and repairs. 

* Caretaker's Home:  There were some items included in the agreement between the new caretaker's

  benefits and the previous board, specifically calling for a $200 per month rental payment in addition


  to pro-rating the utilities. This seemed unreasonable in that the previous caretakers were not required

  to make such a contribution.  It was proposed by Ron Brown that those home expenses be rescinded


  permanently; Paul 2nded and all approved.


* Bank Account Signatures:  Since there is sometimes a time delay in providing two board member

  signatures for check payments, Ron proposed that Skip or Julie Anderson of Riverside Management

  be approved as one of the signatures, with a board member being the other.  The merits and benefits


  were discussed, noting the travel and time constraints required under the present standard.  Arlen

  then 2nded the motion from Ron, and it was agreed upon.  (NOTE: When this proposal was made to


  Riverside Mgmnt, they rejected the idea, stating that they didn't want to get into that arena).


* Pool Room Repairs:  A bid to resurface and restain the ceiling and mechanical room was presented,

  amounting to $5820.00, and accepted by Paul motioning with Ron 2nding.  While the pool is drained,

  the surface area of the pool will be analyzed to determine if any repairs, sealant, and/or paint is

  required to maintain its quality for now and the foreseeable future.


* Ballot Proposals: A number of proposals for changing or correcting the CC&R's, along with a few
 
  items of "advisory" voting will be prepared for mailing out next month with the billing for the new

  2007 association fees.  Ron motioned that this be done, Paul 2nded, and all approved.

* Next Board Meeting: Ron proposed that the December Board Meeting be dispensed with, and the

  January one be held in Boise, especially since he will be undergoing surgical knee replacements.   

  Arlen 2nded the proposal and all agreed.

Adjournment: At 11:20 am, Ron motioned that the meeting be adjourned, Paul 2nd, and all approved.
