MINUTES of LEISURE TIME RV PARK ASSOCIATION 

BOARD of DIRECTORS MEETING

16 September 2006

 

 

10:15 am :  Meeting called to order by President Ron Brown, w/all members of the board present, ie Ron Brown, Paul McFarland (V-P), Walle Thielst, Don Ricker, & Arlen Benjamin (Secy of Treasury).  It was also

noted that Rich Tobias of Riverside Management Company was present to observe and help as needed.

 

 

Minutes:  Having been reviewed prior to this meeting, the minutes of the last mtg - August 12, 2006 - were 

approved w/o another reading, as motioned by Don, 2nd by Ron, and all agreed.  Instructions were made to

post them on the club house office window and on the web site.

 

Report of Architectural Committee, by Glen McConaughey, Chrmn:15 new permits have been issued, incl.

8 for park model set-ups (3 completed), 3 for sheds, and 4 for decks.  The process is working well. 

 

Finance Report, by Arlen Benjamin, Secy: While there is nothing new to report, the continued review and

projection til the end of the year look favorable, without any panics.  However, this will not be without some

adjustments to expenditures, and perhaps some sacrifices of services. 

 

Old Business: Referencing last meeting's request for small tools and equipment be donated for the caretaker's

use, some have been received and thanks given, but there are still certain items that will be needed, so that

invitation to pass on any available "surplus" was still open (Arlen cautioned as to the quality of donations that

may be donated, as the last time one of the churches asked for anything unused around the house be given up 

for charity, there were 3 husbands found in the pile).  

 

It was mentioned that, after measuring and checking, there were still some unused storage lots that could be

made available - also, some were yet unpaid for the year.  For next year, starting in January, 2007, the annual

application fee was proposed at $50.00 - up from $20.00 - for approximately 115 lots maximum.  It was noted

that any item parked there must be a "presentable" RV, currently registered and liscensed, be less than 10 years

old (previous users are grandfathered in w/older items), and lot rules and maintenance must be adhered to. The

lots are available on a first-come/first-serve basis, except for those that renew from prior periods and have done

so by February, 2007.  Also, only one storage lot per occupied Leisure Time owner.  This proposal, along with

the clarifications herein mentioned, was approved by Arlen motioning, Paul 2nd'g, and all were in favor.

 

Just a note: At a year end mailing with the new assessments, a "cleaned-up" CCR packet will be included. 

 

 

New Business: 

 


* Variance for privacy wall: Don & Priscilla Rogers (F26/28) have petitioned the board for a variance


to erect a 6' x 8', 3 foot set back wall to provide privacy for their deck when occupied. With the diff. of


deck elevations between them and their neighbor, along with their dog peering over the 2' fence when


eating, they felt that such a privacy wall would not cause any concern for the neighborhood views, and


the neighbor referred to is in agreement.  Glen McConaughey expressed concern of definition of a wall


partition versas a fence, and setting a dangerous precedence that could allow for high fencing all along


the property lines between lots.  He also wondered about merely using a hinged top that would be put


down when the deck was not in use.  After some discussion of the issues, a proposal to define a privacy


barrier, not on the property line, up to the 9' 6" shed height and no longer than 12', should be approved.


Paul motioned, Ron 2nd, and all approved.

 


* Variance for winter carport: Mike & Luann Rowland (W30/32) have requested a building permit to


erect a temporary carport to be used between October 1st to April 30th each year, similar to the blue


tarp snow roofs over some RV trailers.  Many commented that, not only would such an item probably


not make it through the winter storms, but the city building inspector would not allow it because of our


conditional use permit limiting the property to an RV park designation.  Paul motioned to deny the


variance needed for a building permit, and Walle 2nd it, with all unanimously agreeing to the denial.

 


* Pool & Caretaker: New combination locks have been installed on both the club house entrance and


storage lot gate.  They are to remain locked at all times, opened only by the authorized user(s).  This


will hopefully prevent considerable unauthorized use and abuse, in addition to providing a stronger


measure of security and protection.  Because the gas powered boiler unit rusted out 3-4 years ago - the


electric element back up system has been in operation every since - the board is looking to replace that


boiler sometime in 2007, if possible.  Also, the well, pump, & heaters are being prepared with a timed


switching system.  Then it is being proposed to actually lock the pool room door from Monday through


Thursday, but allowing week day residents to be issued a numbered key for access therein.  Such users


would be responsibile to maintain that area, ie uncover and cover the pool, turn off the lights afterwards, 


keep it uncluttered, etc.  This also provides for liability security from unauthorized users, as well as 


some savings of chemicals and utilities.  But, mostly the savings are from not needing a 2nd or part time


caretaker available when the full time caretakers have their 2 days a week off.  Some discussed concerns


with the difficulty of uncovering and covering the pool with the existing cover - Ron stated that this too


was being looked into, seeing the feasibility of installing an automatic or more user-friendly cover. With


all questions being adressed, Ron motioned to approve the above mentioned proposal to close the pool


Monday through Thursday (except the summer time) and proceed with the improvements; Arlen 2nd,


and all agreed to the motion.  Ron also commented that the pool would be closed for a few weeks after


the first of the year for repainting and renovation of both the pool and room.
 


* Expenditures: The expenses to install the new club house locks, screens, signs, etc. amount to some


$430.00.  Paul motioned that these expenses be authorized for payment, Arlen 2nd, and all approved.

 


* "No Snow List": For those not wanting any snow piled upon their property, whether by dumping on a


vacant lot or when plowing by, will need to sign up on the "No Snow List".  Please do so with either the


caretaker or a board member.

* Management Company: A few patrons expressed concern with not being able to contact the manage-


ment company; their numbers are (208) 376-1616 or (208) 321-7771.  Rick Tobias's extension is #22.


If the lines are busy and a message is requested, please follow the instructions for leaving a message,


as otherwise it won't happen.  For general park business, or to register a complaint, please contact a


board member, as the management company is not authorized to procede with any action without board


direction.

 


* Next Board Mtg: Because of some conflicts with October's regular board meeting Saturday, Arlen 


asked if going to another one would be acceptable.  It was proposed to use Saturday, October 7th -


Ron motioned to accept that day, Walle 2nd, and all approved.
